1. Carbon-reduction and climate-resilience bill being sponsored by Rep. Melanie Stansbury, Sen. Benny Shendo and Sen. Carrie Hamblen to tackle climate change 
2. Stringency legislation, sponsored by Sen. Peter Wirth, would allow state rules on air quality and hazardous waste to be stronger than federal limits. 
3. Community solar (Sen. Liz Stefanics, Rep. Patricia Roybal Caballero) would allow renters and homeowners without roof access to buy into larger community solar gardens. 
4. The Sustainable Buildings Tax Credit would incentivize emissions reductions, beyond code, from buildings and require they be EV-ready. 
5. Ban on trapping on public lands
6. An Environmental Database Law (Sen. Stewart, Rep. Chasey) would allow agencies and the public to find wildlife, leasing, and air-quality data in a centralized location. 
7. A memorial from Stansbury would create a framework for a 50-year water plan. 
8. The Green Amendment (Sen. Antoinette Sedillo Lopez, Sen. Bill Soules, Rep. Joanne Ferrary) would create an actionable protection for the environment in the Constitution.
9. Private Right of Action legislation (Rep. Georgene Louis) would allow impacted individuals to sue for environmental compliance. 
10. Raise penalty caps in an array of environmental sectors. 
11. Oil Conservation Commission reform would put the public interest at the heart of state oversight of extractive industries. 
12. Amendments to the Produced Water Act would increase protection for human health and freshwater. 
Other promising bills from Sen. Soules explore solar- and EV-ready buildings, regular updates of energy-efficient building codes, and a 100% electric state vehicle fleet.
