"11-12-1  A member or senator-elect may prefile legislation by depositing it with the chief clerk during regular business hours between January 2 and the Friday before a regular session begins. The chief clerk shall number

prefiled legislation in the order in which it is received; provided that the first prefiled bill shall be numbered as Senate Bill 10 or a higher number as the President Pro Tem of the Senate  may determine,
