





Report of Maintenance of East Fork East Loop Trail and a Segment of East Fork Ridge Trail in the Jemez Mountains by Ski Club Members

On Friday, October 29, six Ski Club members performed fall maintenance on the East Fork East Loop Trail and the east end of the East Fork Ridge Trail. Only about a half-dozen down trees were removed from these trails. Most of the area was outside of the area burned in the Cajete Fire several years ago.
