







Report of Ski Club Outing to Redondo Campground Area on Saturday, January 8, 2022

Sam Beard, January 10, 2022
On Saturday, January 8, Michael Arndt and Sam Beard led a group of 13 members of the New Mexico Cross Country Ski Club on an outing to the Redondo Campground area in the Jemez Mountains. After parking in the large plowed parking lot at the San Diego Canyon Overlook, Sam led a group of nine skiers into the campground and out the west side on the Redondo Loop Trail. This trail makes a loop in the forest around the campground. Michael led a group of four skiers on the same loop trail but also skied the one-half mile Twin Craters Trail to the west that returns to the main loop trail at a large meadow. The snow was settled powder, and the depth was approximately 9 inches. Ruth Bargman-Romero was kind enough to be the sweep skier and teach two beginners how to ski as they went around the loop.
Both groups had lunch south of the campground where the loop trail returns to the highway. After lunch, several members skied the one-mile RT Crater Spur Trail that goes past two hydro-thermal explosion craters caused by the interaction of ground water with super-hot magma in the Banco Bonito geological area.
