








Gaia GPS Map of Challenge Extension Trail from Tree Spring Trail
 to the Old Crest Road Hiked on Saturday, December 10

The Sandia Ranger District is in the process of extending the Challenge Trail from the base of the Sandia Peak Ski Area to Bill Spring Trail that leads to Doc Long Picnic Area. When this trail is completed, a visitor will be able to hike from Ellis Trailhead to Doc Long Picnic Area on one trail. 
On Saturday, December 10, Michael Arndt and Sam Beard hiked the recently constructed segment of Challenge Extension Trail from Tree Spring Trail to the Old Crest Road near the wildlife drinkers about 1.5 miles above Doc Long PA. The hike down the trail was recorded on the Gaia GPS program on my phone. 
The map below shows in red the route of the new trail from Tree Spring Trail to the Old Crest Road near the wildlife drinks about 1.5 miles above Doc Long PA.

The Gaia GPS route of the recently constructed Challenge Extension Trail from Tree Spring Trail to the Old Crest Road near the wildlife drinkers
 is shown as a red line. Approximately 500 feet of hiking to the drinkers at the east end of the Extension route is also shown. The
length of the trail from Tree Spring Trail to the Old Crest Road is approximately 1.5 miles. The Crest Highway is shown as a wide yellow line.
Ignore the narrow white line parallel to the new trail.
