






Report of Outing to Coyote Call Area on the Valles Caldera National Preserve
 on Sunday, January 8, 2023

On Sunday, Michael Arndt, David Torney, and Sam Beard skied in the Coyote Call area on the Valles Caldera National Preserve in the Jemez Mountains. From the Coyote Call Trailhead, we skied to the west on Coyote West Trail one-half mile and turned to the south and skied 0.4 mile to Long Landing. We then returned down Stock Tank Trail to the stock tank and had lunch.

After lunch, we went down Stock Tank Trail to Coyote West Trail and skied about one-half mile west on this trail. We then skied back to Coyote Call Trailhead. We skied a total of 2.5 miles. 

The weather was sunny with a morning temperature of 11 F and an afternoon temperature of 46 F.

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Trails skied on Sunday – Coyote West Trail (pink) approximately parallel to highway from Coyote Call Trailhead and Stock Tank Trail (blue) from near highway (elevation 8780 ft) to Log Landing (9060 ft). The stock tank dam and pool of water are just west of Stock Tank Trail on the north edge of the forest.
