



Report of Skiing in the Redondo Campground Area in the Jemez Mountains 
on Saturday, November 9, 2024

On Saturday, November 9, Sam and Michael skied Redondo Loop Trail in the forest around Redondo Campground in 12 inches of powder. They also skied Twin Craters Trail that goes between two hydrothermal craters north of the campground. They saw a doe and her half-grown faun. Temperatures were between 32F and 46F. We did not see any other skiers. Crater Spur Trail had not been skied. 
Before skiing at the campground, we drove NM-4 to the Valle Grande Historic Marker on the Valles Caldera National Preserve and found the following trailheads that had been plowed:
1. San Diego Canyon Overlook (parking for Redondo CG area)
2. Jemez Falls Campground Road
3. West End of East Fork Ridge
4. Los Griegos Mountain (also TH for East Fork East Loop Trail)
5. Corral Canyon Trailhead
6. Missing Cabin Trailhead
7. VCNP Entrance Road to Check-In Station
8. Three pullouts on north side of highway overlooking Valle Grande
(Note that no parking had been plowed at Coyote Call Trailhead.)

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Crater on left side of Twin Craters Trail. Note right turn blue diamond on tree.
Hydrothermal crater caused by underground steam explosion when ground water mixed with ultra-high temperature magma.

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Right side of depression that may be a crater. Something to explore on a later outing.
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Left side of depression that is looking more like a crater.
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
