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This 16-inch diameter fallen tree was across Crest Trail 130 South just below the junction of the Upper and Lower Crest Nature Trails. It was a difficult pass-under. 
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Using single person crosscut saws and maintaining six-foot spacing as per USFS COVID-19 protocols, Jim and Bob begin the cuts on the previously shown tree. Care and coordination is required for safety purposes when two sawyers work on the same log. Final cuts are done with only one sawyer working.
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The large tree in the previous photos has been removed.
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This 10-inch diameter fallen tree on the ground 
was on 130 south of the large pass-under tree.
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David stands on the newly cleared trail after the fallen 10-inch tree was removed after a single cut.
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This fallen 5-inch diameter dead tree was blocking the lower Tram Nature Trail just above its southern end. Byron removes protruding limbs while Rav waits cut the tree away.
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Anyone who hiked Gravel Pit trail since last winter will recall this big 18-inch
diameter fallen tree that was completely blocking it. A poor walk-around
had developed around its lower side. It had a very large root ball. Although 
someone had cut the tree in the foreground, it was protruding into the trail.
