All of the red was removed and some of the black was removed, but little of the blue was removed.
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The word “NEVER” was written on a 15-inch long rock at the top of the steps.
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After two applications of the remover, some of the orange graffiti has been dissolved and smeared over the rock.
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Almost all the orange graffiti was removed after three applications of the remover and a water rinse.
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This red and purple graffiti was at the top of the stone steps.
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All of the red graffit was removed and most of the purple.
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This bright blue graffiti was located near the wall in the above photo.
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The blue graffiti was partially dissolved by two applications of the remover.
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After three applications of the remover and a water rinse, little of the blue graffiti had been removed. 
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The “RN” purple graffiti was along the south side of the Nature Trail near the cliffs.
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After three applications of the remover and a water rinse, most of the purple was removed, but the black was still present.
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
