

Report of FOSM Project to Paint Exterior of Oak Loop South Restroom 
 at Oak Flat Reservation Picnic Area on Tuesday, June 22, 2021.

On Tuesday, June 22, Mike Madden, Michael Arndt and Sam Beard painted the exterior of the Oak Loop Area south restroom. 
More specifically, we painted all the following exterior wooden surfaces of this restroom that has concrete slump block walls: gable end fascia, wooden framing above the gable end block walls, a wooden door on one side of the building, two access door frames, and sixteen 4x6 decorative beams protruding from under the fasciae. 
Photographs of the painting project are presented below.
The flaking paint on the wood was removed with wire brushes and scrapers before being painted with USFS brown paint (Federal Standard Color 20059). The tops of the exposed beams were gray bare weathered wood with grooves approximately 1/8 inch deep between the two types of wood fibers. Sam applied System Three Rotfix liquid epoxy to the tops of all these beams to stabilize and weather-proof the surfaces. He plans to apply System Three Epoxy Sculpwood Paste to fil the grooves in order to have a smooth surface on top of the beams. The beam tops would then be painted, and a second coat of paint would be applied to the other four surfaces of the beams. 
This work is part of a broader SRD/FOSM program of renovation and maintenance of the restrooms and picnic shelters in the Oak Flat Picnic Area. Metal roofs have been installed on all four restrooms, a steel drip edge was installed under the roof edge of the Yucca shelter, and the fasciae of the three shelters have been painted. Trash receptacles have also been painted.
