
Report of Project to Repair Fences and Clean the Nature Trail in Cienega Picnic Area
on Wednesday, July 21, 2021

On Wednesday, July 21, 2021, six FOSM volunteers repaired fences and maintained the Nature Trail in Cienega Canyon Picnic Area. FOSM has adopted this trail as well as Tecolote Trail.

Three rotten posts and one pole were replaced in the parking lot at the first restroom. The tall grass along the Nature Trail was cut with power brush cutters, and pine cones, sticks, and dirt were removed from the sidewalk. The concrete walk was then raked and swept.
