



Report of FOSM Project to Paint Kiosks and Benches
 in Sulphur Canyon Picnic Area and along Cienega Nature Trail on Wednesday, August 10, 2021

On Tuesday, August 10, seven FOSM paint crew members scraped and painted one roofed kiosk and one three-panel kiosk in Sulphur Canyon Picnic Area. In Cienega Canyon PA, they painted two railings at a bridge, four benches, and a railing at the south end of the paved trail. They also repainted parts of a kiosk in Balsam Glade PA where rain had removed paint on another work day. We also saw a man using the trail with his wheeled walker.
The painters were Anne Hickman, Jane Harrison, Pauline Ho, Richard Buss, Ellie Parker, Russell Parker, and Sam Beard,
Project photographs are presented below.

FOSM volunteers will attempt to improve the appearance of the kiosk by replacing the upper part of the panel with lumber and painting it.

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As we were painting the wood structures along the Cienega Nature Trail at the group picnic area, Sam spotted a very large beetle on the walkway.  I have a photo of a similar specimen taken from Bugguide.
This is one of the largest beetles in the Sandias, often over 2 inches long.   The family is Cerambycidae, the long-horned beetles.  The species is Trichocnemis spiculatus neomexicanus, commonly called any of the names: Pine Sawyer, Western Pine Sawyer, Spined Woodborer, or Ponderosa Pine Borer.
The adult females lay eggs (a female may have 500 eggs) on newly dead or felled conifers including Ponderosa Pines and Douglas Fir.  The larvae can ruin wood intended for lumber.

FOSM has permission to replace the lower part of the fascia with new lumber and 
cover the entire fascia with brown metal flashing from the metal roofing stock of material that will not be used for restroom roofs.
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
