








FOSM Report of Log Limbing and Bucking at Capulin and Nine Mile Picnic Areas, Thursday, October 7
Sam Beard, Oct. 10, 2021
On Thursday, October 7, 2021, six FOSM volunteers limbed and bucked felled hazard trees in Capulin Spring and Nine Mile Picnic Areas in preparation for splitting and hauling them to the church wood ministry wood lot next Wednesday. We also used this project to give a chain saw trainee some practice using a chain saw in preparation for certification on Oct. 28.
In Capulin PA, we used power brush cutters and chain saws to cut mostly small locust trees at the entrance for better sight distances up and down the Crest Highway. We then went to the lower part of this picnic area where we bucked two white fir trees that had been felled last spring when we were felling hazard trees. 
In Nine Mile PA, we bucked one tree that we hope to split next Wednesday. In both picnic areas, Mike Madden got some practice using a large chain saw with a 24-inch bar.
The volunteers working on Thursday were Lou Romero, Jerry Pekarek, Mike Madden, Cliff Giles, Sam Beard, and Sim Cook.
