






FOSM Report of Replacement of Three Fence Poles and One Post
 at Second Cienega Picnic Area Restroom on November 3, 2021

On Wednesday, November 3, eight FOSM volunteers completed fence repairs at three locations in Cienega Canyon Picnic Area and removed an unused solar power battery box from Sulphur Canyon Picnic Area. This report describes the replacement of three fence poles and one post near the second restroom in Cienega PA. 

The photos below show the replacement of the poles and post near the second restroom.
The volunteers were Sim Cook, Sam Beard, Dan Benton, Don Carnicom, Jerry Pekarek, Jerry Carroll, Eric Russell, and Cliff Giles.

The post on the left was loose, but it was stabilized by packing rocks and dirt around it with dirt bar that Jerry is holding.

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Jerry Carroll is using the FOSM battery reciprocating saw to cut wood on both sides of the rusted threaded rod
so that wood around the threaded rod can be cut away to provide access to the rod to cut it.
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Jerry is cutting the rusty threaded rod so that it can be removed before removing the broken pole.
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Two 10-foot poles installed to replace the broken poles. The post on the right was installed earlier. 10-foot long 4-inch diameter poles are
not available locally; therefore, FOSM ordered 50 of them from Hunter Lumber at a total cost of about $1200.
