




FOSM Report of Replacement of One Fence Post near the Group Area Road
in Cienega Picnic Area and Removal of a Solar Power Battery Box from Sulphur Picnic Area
  on November 3, 2021

On Wednesday, November 3, eight FOSM volunteers completed fence repairs at three locations in Cienega Canyon Picnic Area and removed an unused solar power battery box from Sulphur Canyon Picnic Area. This report describes the replacement of one Cienega fence post near the Group Area Road and the removal of an unused solar power battery box in Sulphur Canyon Picnic Area.

The photos below show the replacement of the post and removal of the battery box.
