






Report of Graffiti Removal by FOSM Volunteers at Three Sites
in Juan Tabo Picnic Area on Thursday, November 4, 2021

Sim Cook and Sam Beard, November 6, 2021
On Thursday afternoon, November 4, Sim Cook and Sam Beard removed eight graffiti patches located at three sites in Juan Tabo Picnic Area – the CCC stone shelter, a wide shoulder at a turn in the PA road, and a parking lot near the exit from the picnic area. The graffiti areas varied from approximately one square foot to 25 square feet. 
“Before” and “after” photographs at the three sites are presented below with comments about the effectiveness of the chemical. Including travel time, each volunteer worked three hours on this project.

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Three coats of chemical were applied to these graffiti on concrete benches in the CCC stone shelter.
The chemical working time between the coats was three minutes. We were able to remove about 
60 percent of the black marks. (No “after” photos were taken, because the surfaces were still wet
 with the rinse water when we were ready to leave. Photos of wet surfaces do not show
the remaining graffiti were well.) All photos by Sam Beard
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These graffiti were on boulders at a turn in the picnic area road. We removed almost all of
these graffiti, but I forgot to take photographs.
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At the small parking lot near the picnic area exit, we removed graffiti from five boulders.
Almost all the black paint was removed from this boulder.
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All the black graffiti was removed from this boulder. Earlier white graffiti shadows were not removed.
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We removed about 90 percent of this black graffiti on very rough granite. 
(When I took the top photo, the sun was low in the sky, and I could not find a shooting angle
that showed a clear image.)
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The blue and white paint on this boulder was very thick. It appeared to have been applied
 with a brush. Sim worked long and hard on this boulder and removed most of the graffiti.
