





Report of FOSM Projects to Replace Damaged Fence Rails in Cienega Picnic Area
 and Remove Solar Power Battery Boxes in Doc Long Picnic Area on Wednesday, November 10, 2021

On Wednesday, November 10, eight FOSM volunteers completed the two projects reported below.
1. Replacement of Damaged Fence Rails in Cienega Picnic Area -- Six volunteers planned to replace two damaged 4-inch poles in the fence in the Cienega table area between the upper parking lot and Cienega Spring. Because the posts were still good and did not need to be replaced, the pole work went quickly, helped by the fact that the volunteers have been getting quite a bit of practice doing fence repairs lately. Finishing early, Don Carnicom suggested replacing another sagging pole along the north side of Cienega road. Arriving at this pole, the crew discovered that two poles were badly rotted and would fail soon (and another would be found father east).  At that point, Don generously offered to go to his house where the FOSM supply of fence poles is stored and bring up more poles. So, by the time for lunch a total of five poles had been replaced. The volunteers participating in this project were Don Carnicom, Lou Romero, Jerry Carroll, Dennis Crowther, Cliff Giles, and Dan Benton. (Dan Benton)
2. Removal of Three Solar Power Battery Boxes in Doc Long Picnic Area – Sim Cook and Sam Beard removed three steel boxes from the unused solar power system at the host site in Doc Long Picnic Area. After the Cienega crew has completed their project, they came Doc Long Picnic Area and loaded the boxes in Jerry Carroll’s pickup. He deposited them in the area east of the dumpsters near the SRD shop where materials are stored until Manny Chavez, SRD Maintenance Supervisor, takes them to the transfer station or recycles them.
