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This dead fir tree was poorly supported and hanging over Rocky Point trail.

They were located
near the south end of Rocky Point.
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Small Aspen on the ground was partially supporting the tip of the large dead
tree now on the ground. The large one fell when its smaller primary support tree,
also dead, was safely cut. The dead tree top suspended in the background was
subsequently cut away.
