




Report of Felling Hazard Tree on Capulin Snow Play Area Road on Tuesday, Dec. 28, 2021
Sam Beard, Dec. 29
At the request of Julie Padilla, SRD Recreation Staff Officer, Michael Arndt, Dan Benton, and Sam Beard felled a hazard tree at the entrance to the Capulin Snow Play Area on Tuesday, December 28. Manny Chavez, SRD Maintenance Supervisor, helped move the slash and tree trunk off the road so that it can be plowed. Wind had caused the 8-inch tree to split vertically about 6 feet. SRD employee Amber worked in the restrooms while Manny helped us. 
The temperature was 23F, and the snow depth on the asphalt was 5 inches.
