







Report of FOSM Project to Remove Brush along Road
 to La Luz Trailhead Parking Lot on Wednesday, January 12, 2022

On Wed., January 12, five FOSM volunteers used chain saws to remove a few dozen elm trees and other brush along the road to La Luz Trailhead parking lot to improve visibility for the many visitors that drive this road. 
Two volunteers in bright yellow vests directed traffic where the sawyers and swampers were working, and orange cones marked the ends of the work area.
