



Report of FOSM Project to Cut Brush and Repair a Sign Post in La Cueva Picnic Area on Wednesday, March 2, 2022

On Wednesday, March 2, eleven FOSM volunteers pruned brush around picnic tables and repaired a sign post in La Cueva Picnic Area. The damaged sign post was located at the picnic area and parking lot at the end of the PA road. Brush was pruned at tables located near all four of the parking lots. Chain saws, pruning saws, and long-handle loppers were used to do the pruning. One broken 12-inch diameter gray oak was cut with a chain saw and removed from the table area. The repair of the post and other activities are shown in the photographs below.
The volunteers work on this project were Sam Beard, Byron Garner, Dan Benton, Jerry Pekarek, Dennis Crowther, Michael Arndt, Cliff Giles, Jerry Carroll, Sim Cook, Lou Romero, and Eric Russell.

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Broken sign post. Fortunately, the post did not break completely. There is a thin hinge of wood at the pointed end of the post.
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After pushing the sign post into an upright position, the gap at the break closed, we drilled four holes, and Byron Garner tightened
the nuts on the 5-inch long 3/8-inch diameter hex head bolts.
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The damaged post is repaired, and we did not need to dig out the broken piece in the ground.
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Byron is packing dirt and rocks around the repaired post.
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This task was completed by Bryon and Dennis. The posts and sign board will be painted brown later.
