FOSM Monday Trail Crew Project:  April 11, 2022 - Clear 130 S From Canyon Estates - Hawk Watch Junction 
On April 11 the FOSM Monday Trail Crew hiked 130 S From Canyon Estates  to Hawk Watch Junction , a total distance of 9.2 miles round trip and 1938' of elevation gain,  to remove trees previously reported by Jamey Browning and his son located between Upper Faulty Junction and Hawk Watch Junction. The first and fourth of these trees - pruning saw size -  had been removed and unreported. The remaining trees included 3 Ponderosas ranging 17"-15" one of which was a double trunk - 13" diameters. Time limitation required some triage and we elected to leave one tree with a root ball laying on the downhill edge of the trail which was not a significant obstruction. All work was done with a Katanaboy 500 and pruning saws. It was a strenuous but very satisfying 8 hours on the trail with mild temperatures in the wind shadow though smoke from the Big Hole Fir was becoming noticeable. We also enjoyed the additional benefit of a very informative discusion on Sandia Geology by Paul Karas. Thanks to Jamey Browning and his navigation and extensive knowledge of this area of unmarked trail junctions, we can report 130 S to have been cleared up to Hawk Watch without incident or the support of Search and Rescue.
