





Report of FOSM Project to Clear Corridor for Rocky Point Trail Extension
at Ellis Trailhead on Wednesday, June 8, 2022

On Wednesday, June 8, eight FOSM volunteers removed trees and pruned branches along the 400-foot Rocky Point Trail Extension corridor that Kerry Wood had flagged so that this trailhead and the Challenge Trailhead will be near the red gate on the Service Road at Ellis Trailhead. Jenny Blackmore’s trails construction crew will construct the trail tread on Thursday, June 9.

Volunteers were Byron Garner, Dan Benton, Dennis Crowther, Jerry Carroll, Sam Beard, Cliff Giles, Eric Russell, and Don Carnicom.

Note the small tree on the left side of the 
photo that was cut at a height of about 3 feet. Small trees were cut to a height of 3 or 4 feet 
so that volunteers constructing the trail tread could use the trunk as a handle to help remove
the tree roots after digging around the tree.

Byron Garner is cutting a large vertical splinter
 from the tree while Eric Russell holds it.

10-inch live aspen hang-up over Rocky Point Trail. Jerry Carroll is walking from the south end of
the trail extension to the original Rocky Point trail tread.
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The hung-up aspen has been taken down. Sam Beard is looking at two kerfs (saw grooves)
where someone cut partially through the trunk in the past. The arrows are pointing to
these earlier kerfs (narrow curved black lines on the trunk).
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
