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This large tree is hung up over Faulty Trail above the junction with Sulphur Trail. The crew has stopped well short of the tree to study it. The tree is suspended fifteen or so feet above the trail. The top end is not well supported, however, the bottom “porcupine” section to the left continues twenty-five or thirty feet or so and provides a solid support. This is another situation where the danger to a crew trying to remove it, far surpasses the danger of simply walking under it. The crew has walked from this tree before and will continue to do so until there is a significant change in its status. It will be monitored.

This three-tree jumble was next to Faulty Trail. Parts of it were starting to sag into the trail’s headspace, creating a possible hazard to passersby. The crew is determining just what is hung up on what and how do we clear it away.

The crew decided to remove the dead tree seen leaning over Bill Spring Trail. To do so required the removal of lower branches and other undergrowth. The tree was removed.
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This dead oak was leaning over Bill Spring Trail. It had partially broken near the base but there was enough wood left to hold the trunk up. Vegetation is being cut away to allow access. A couple of quick pulls with a large Silky saw cut the holding wood and the tree came down. It was hauled off the trail. 
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
