

Report of FOSM Project to Replace La Cueva Picnic Area Restroom Old Shingle Roof 
with a Steel Roof on Wednesday, November 16, 2022

On Wednesday, November 16, 13 FOSM volunteers replaced the severely deteriorated shingle roof on the La Cueva Picnic Area restroom with a steel panel roof.

Manny Chavez, Sandia Ranger District (SRD) Maintenance Supervisor, had removed the west side shingles last Thursday and removed the east side shingles on Tuesday. Joelle Hertel and Sam Beard laid out the steel roofing components in the Boneyard and organized the tools in the FOSM Guard Station on Tuesday.

On Wednesday, Manny arrived at the shop at 7 am to load roofing materials (12 R-panels, 4 drip edges, 4 gable trims and 2 ridge cap), generator, fuel, three ladders, plywood, and 2 rolls of felt. FOSM volunteers loaded tools on the large SRD trailer and Manny hauled the load to La Cueva Picnic Area. Katara Dale, SRD employee, also worked on the project and helped pick up nails and screws with a magnet and drilled holes in some components before they were handed to the volunteers on the roof. We arrived at the work site early and began to work on the project before 9 am.

We completed installing the panels on both sides of the roof by 3 pm, whereas in the past restroom roof installations required two days.
