



Report of Project to Clean Up around the FOSM Guard Station and Clear the Corridor for the Next Segment
of the Challenge Extension Trail on Wednesday, Nov. 23

On Wednesday, Nov. 23, Cliff Giles, Don Carnicom, and Sam Beard worked on the following tasks around the FOSM Guard Station:
1. Move small pieces of steel roofing to the Boneyard.
2. Move the high work bench from the east end of the FOSM Guard Station to the east end of the hazmat building. Joelle Hertel and Sam Beard will be installing one of the heavy steel tables on the east end of the FGS soon. 
3. Took the trash in the large garbage can at the hazmat building up to the dumpster at the SRD shop.
4. Stored the shelves and supports from the hazmat building on the concrete behind this building.
5. Used grease guns to put grease on the bearings of the chipper drum axial.
6. Used the FOSM electric chain saw to remove 8 down trees from the next segment of the Challenge Extension Trail that will follow parts of the Old Crest Road. When we got to the point at the new highway where the trail goes from the Old Crest Road to the steep hillside below the current highway, we could not see the flags that were there earlier.
7. When we were cutting the trees on the Challenge Extension Trail, we were walking in about 1 inch of snow.in shady places.
