




Report of Felling Hazard Trees in Pine Flat Picnic Area
and Cedro Group Campground on Sunday, April 16.

On Sunday, April 16, Sam Beard and Michael Arndt felled three hazard trees in Pine Flat PA and 6 hazard trees in Cedro Group Campground. Diameters ranged from 3 inches to 13 inches. The CDJ3001 pinon in Cedro CG had 5 trunks, and felling and limbing this tree generated a very large pile of slash.
