





Report of FOSM Volunteers Felling Hazard Trees in Doc Long and Sulphur Canyon Picnic Areas
on Wednesday, May 3, 2023

On Wednesday, May 3, ten FOSM volunteers felled hazard trees in Doc Long and Sulphur Canyon Picnic Areas. The maximum diameter of the felled trees was 21 inches.
Cliff Giles recorded the following video of the sights and sounds of the last tree that Jerry Carroll felled in Sulphur Canyon PA. The link to the video is (https://youtu.be/6XNLvd7XdMY). The video opens with the sounds of the chain saw being used to fell the tree -- the tall one with the dead top in the center of the frame. The tree falls to the right, and the top reaches the brown trash container. 
The volunteers were Karen Greif, Dan Benton, Dennis Crowther, Jerry Carroll, Cliff Giles, Sim Cook, Don Carnicom, Lorna Morrow, Byron Garner, and Sam Beard.

With Sim Cook and Byron Garner observing, Jerry is “reading the stump” that is taught in the USFS chain
 saw training required to be an official chain sawyer. The following parts of the felling process are evident 
on the top of the stump: face cut, holding wood, and back cut.
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Jerry is low stumping the oak that he felled. Dan Benton is pushing the stump to  the side
so that it will not bind the saw. Lorna Morrow is observing. The Crest Highway is in the background.
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A tall dead ponderosa pine near the trail linking Doc Long PA with Sulphur Canyon PA.
These picnic areas are separated by a ridge, and this trail between the areas is popular with hikers.
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Jerry making the face cut in this dead pine.
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Byron running away from this dead pine he has felled.
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Byron low stumping this tree so that the area is more attractive.

Byron at the large partially decayed white fir tree at the upper end of the old road upstream of the Sulphur Canyon Picnic Area.
A short time before this tree was felled, a group of about 8 hikers passed here on a user trail just beyond the upper end of the felled tree.
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The first tall dead white fir cut by Jerry is falling in the lower part of Sulphur Canyon Picnic Area.
The tall white fir with the dead top to the right of the falling tree is the one felled in the video.
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A small dead oak cut by Byron is falling in Sulphur Canyon PA.
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
