




Report of FOSM Projects to Limb Logs in Cienega and Sulphur Picnic Areas and Clean the Cienega Nature Trail on Wednesday, May 24, 2023

On Wednesday, May 24, thirteen FOSM volunteers worked on the following tasks in Cienega and Sulphur Picnic Areas:
1. Clean the Cienega Nature Trail that was adopted by FOSM.
2. Limbing several logs in Cienega and Sulphur Picnic Areas that will be bucked, split, and donated to the Mountain Christian Church Wood Ministry that will distribute the wood to needy families in the East Mountain Area.
3. After the above work was completed, Jerry Carroll and Byron Garner went to Ellis Trailhead to remove a 20-inch spruce that had fallen across Switchback Trail.
