









Report of FOSM Project to Remove Graffiti on Picnic Shelter in Juan Tabo Picnic Area on Friday, August 4, 2023

On Friday, August 4, six FOSM volunteers removed numerous small and large graffiti tags from the Juan Tabo Picnic Area CCC shelter and from nearby boulders. They used the chemical to remove graffiti from stone and brick produced by the World’s Best Graffiti Removal System Company in Los Angeles, California. This chemical is applied three times to an area with a wait time of three minutes between coats. Frequently, it is necessary to scrub the treated area with a plastic scrub brush before water is used to rinse the mixture of chemical and paint from an area. On Friday, the volunteers were able to remove most or all of the paint in these tags.
