







Graffiti Removed from Juan Tabo Picnic Area CCC Shelter
and Boulder at the Restroom on Tuesday, September 26, 2023

On Tuesday, September 26, Steve Roholt, Cliff Giles, and Sam Beard removed several graffiti tags from inside the CCC picnic shelter and from boulders. They used the chemical for removing tags on stone from World’s Best Graffiti Removal System in Los Angeles, CA. Three coats of chemical were applied with a three-minute wait between each coat. Sometimes the graffiti is scrubbed with brushes to improve the amount of paint removed. Today the volunteers removed black, white, purple, and red graffiti.
