





Report of Moving the Large Triangle Sign from the Original Location
 to the Edge of the Area so That It Will Not be in the Way
 of the Round-About Construction, Wed., April 17, 2024

On Monday, April 15, Star Paving Company, a NMDOT contractor, began work on the round-about that will be constructed at the Triangle at the intersection of NM-14 and NM-165. Star Paving and the NMDOT agreed to move the large scenic byway sign to the southwest side of the area so that it will not be in the way of the construction. It will be installed on the southwest side of the round-about after construction is completed.
On Wednesday, the posts supporting the sign were cut with a chain saw, and the sign was moved to the side near the right of way fence where it will remain until construction is completed. It will be installed near that location during the construction.
Several FOSM members were at the site during the day Wednesday and took pictures of the sign being moved. 
Photos of the move of the sign and steel panel are presented below.

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The posts supporting the sign have been cut, and the crane is supporting the sign. 4x4s and 2x4s
were supporting the sign during the move.

The sign is being moved to the southwest side of the area at the highway right of way fence
so that the construction of the round-about can begin. FOSM will maintain the sign after the round-about is completed.
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A very large front loader is pulling the posts from the ground. 
The posts were in the ground 6 feet.
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Star Paving Company employees are lowering the sign onto a large tarp. The sign will be installed near this location
 after the construction is completed.
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The crane is moving the rusty steel panel showing a big horn sheep to the area where the sign is stored.
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The panel is being lowered to the ground.
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Star Paving Company employees put a blue tarp over the sign,
 and Dan Benton, Betsy Galloway, and Sam Beard put a tarp over steel panel.
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
