






Report of Two FOSM Projects Processing Donation Wood (1) at Ellis Trailhead Bucking Three Logs and (2) in Cienega Picnic Area Felling Dead Trees near the Host Site, Wednesday, September 18, 2024

On Wednesday, September 18, FOSM volunteers worked on projects near Ellis Trailhead and in Cienega Picnic Area. On both sides of the Service Road near the large gate at Ellis Trailhead, sawyers limbed and bucked three trees that had fallen or been felled earlier. These logs were limbed and then bucked to lengths of 2 to 6 feet and left beside the road. They will be processed later to firewood, hauled to the Mountain Christian Church Wood Ministry woodlot, and eventually donated to East Mountain families.
After completing the work at Ellis Trailhead, the crew moved to the lower part of Cienega Picnic Area where they felled about a half-dozen juniper and pine hazard trees in an area defined by Canyon Young, Sandia Ranger District Trails and Wilderness Program Manager.
