








Report of FOSM Paint Crew Project to Paint Restrooms at Sandia Crest and 
Ellis Trailhead on Tuesday, October 1, 2024

On Tuesday, October 1, the FOSM paint crew of Pauline Ho, Rick Buss, Karen Greif, and Sam Beard painted the wooden restroom at the end of the large Crest parking lot and also painted two sign boards at the other end of the parking lot. At the entrance to the Crest area, they removed some of the black graffiti on the back of a large aluminum sign. From the Crest, they drove to Ellis Trailhead where they painted parts of the exterior of the restroom. The crew always removes loose paint with scrappers and brushes before applying paint. When the crew returns to Ellis Trailhead, they will paint the large wooden kiosk beside the restroom.

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Both sides of this OSB (oriented strand board) panel was painted.
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After both sides of this OSB panel was painted, Rick Buss and Sam Beard applied graffiti removal chemical to the 
lower part of the black graffiti while standing on the stepstool. The FOSM battery-powered low-pressure washer was used
to rinse off the chemical and paint mixture. Unfortunately, the treated area on the aluminum was white after
the mixture was washed off.
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Pauline and Rick are scrapping the loose paint off the lowest board on the east side of the Ellis Trailhead restroom.
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When the paint crew returns to Ellis Trailhead, they will paint this kiosk. 
The paint on the upper part of this kiosk is in poor condition.
