





Report of FOM Project to Cut Brush in Snow Play Area Traffic Island and at Capulin Picnic Area Entrance, Wednesday, October 8, 2025

On Wednesday, October 8, FOSM volunteers cut brush in the traffic island in the Capulin Snow Play Area Parking Lot so that the USFS would have a place to push snow when the parking lot is being plowed. Brush was also cut at the Capulin Picnic Area entrance for a better sight distance for drivers leaving the picnic area and driving onto the Crest Highway. Volunteers cut brush with two FOSM Stihl power brush cutters, small chain saws, and hand loppers.
