




Report of FOSM Project to Complete Two Tasks Related to Hauling of Donated Wood to the Church Woodlot and Movement of Large Rounds to the Crest Highway Shoulder, Wednesday, April 8, 2026.

On Wednesday, April 8, eleven FOSM volunteers loaded two piles of bucked wood from near the Electronic Site onto Mile Oliver’s trailer to be hauled to the church woodlot to be given to families in the East Mountains next winter. The second task was to move a large pile of very heavy rounds to the Crest Highway shoulder. These rounds will be manually split next Wednesday and hauled to the woodlot. The objective of this project is to move all this wood before the highway is closed for the thinning project. 
The FOSM volunteers working on this project were Jerry Carroll, Steve Roholt, Lou Romero, Sam Beard, Chuck Logan, Tim Kirkpatrick, Sim Cook, Eric Russell, Kent Tawler, Cliff Giles, and James Epps.
