









Report of FOSM Project to Process Hazard Trees at Coyote Trailhead, in Pine Flat Picnic Area, and at Cedro Reservation Campground, Wednesday, May 27, 2026

On Wednesday, May 27, ten FOSM volunteers processed hazard trees at Coyote Trailhead, in Pine Flat Picnic Area, and in Cedro Reservation Campground. Two dead trees were felled and bucked at Coyote Trailhead. Two trees at the south end of Pine Flat Picnic area were felled and bucked. At Cedro Reservation Campground, two dead pinyons were felled and partially bucked. The bucked wood was left where the trees were felled and will be available for collection by residents who obtain Sandia Ranger District wood hauling permits.
