This memorial is stuck because of differing desires between the two political parties over 
the composition of the task force. Understandably, Speaker Egolf will not bring up a 
memorial for a vote on the floor if it is going to lead to a long debate. This is especially 
true in a 30-day session.


The memorial will not be withdrawn, but as of now will not be brought up for a vote in

House State Government, Elections & Indian Affairs – its only committee assignment.


We are asking the Speaker to raise the creation of the task force when the Legislative 
Council meets in April. Speaker Egolf said he was willing to do that in a meeting with 
the League of Women Voters on Nov 21, 2019.
