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	The map on page 2 below is an enlargement of the Los Griegos area map on page 46 in the Second Edition of Ski Touring in North New Mexico. The map on page 3 is an enlargement of the center part of the first map. The map on page 4 includes the scale and updates showing the locations of the log landing and Big Pine Canyon in the eastern part of the Los Griegos area.

	The location on NM-4 labeled PARKING at the top of the map is 8.7 miles east of the intersection of NM-4 and NM-126 in La Cueva. 

	The route down Big Pine Canyon east of Elk Ridge is not marked with blue diamonds. To find the upper end of Big Pine Canyon, start at Griegos Junction and ski about 1/8-mile to the SE on Lower Road to a clearing where you turn left and begin skiing down between the trees. There are usually tracks down this canyon each winter.  

	From the large parking lot on NM-4, most skiers follow Ladera Trail to the south to Griegos Junction where trails lead to Big Pine Canyon or the Ladera Switchbacks leading to Upper Road. Skiers may also follow Ladera to Elk Ridge Trail and follow that to the upper part of Ladera and Griegos Junction. 

	Experienced skiers come down the steep Elk Ridge Trail when snow conditions are good. Due to the logging this winter, I do not recommend skiing Elk Ridge Trail where the heavy equipment has left wide and deep tracks.
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downs this road continues to the east and southeast across the north face
of Los Griegos Mountain at the 9400-foot level, joining the Peralta-Paliza
Trail at the saddle at the north end of Paliza Canyon.

Climbing the steeper sections of Upper Road is difficult under all
conditions and descending these stretches is recommended only for ex-
perienced skiers when the snow is fresh and deep. For a less steep return,
ski north down through the trees to Lower Road, taking one of several other
trails back to your vehicle.

lower Los Griegos Road

Class [1-H} Length 3 miles one-way Elevation 8380-9100 feet
Irailhead—Gate on the south side of NM-4, 8.7 miles east of the junction
of NM-4 and NM-126 at La Cueva.

This road is one of the most enjoyable routes on Los Griegos Mountain;
wrades on the lower parts are generally moderate, and the upper gently roll-
Ing section has excellent snow conditions. From the gate ski east one-eighth
mile to the fork where Upper Road turns south. Continue east {left) on
lower Road over a low ridge, cross Black Dog Canyon and proceed along
the south side of a ridge. Ski up a side canyon, then climb a short, steep
section to a level junction with Ladera Trail just north of the power lines.
Lower Road then ascends to the southeast with moderate grades to the
top of a ridge and Griegos Junction (elevation 9060 feet). This large open
arca where several trails intersect is a good place for lunch in the sun with
a sweeping view of the upper reaches of Los Griegos Mountain. From here
Lower Road continues another 1.5 miles to the southeast at about the
9100-foot level.

Middle Los Griegos Road

Class 111 Length 1.2 miles one-way Elevation 8380-9060 feet
Trailhead—Gate on south side of NM-4, 8.7 miles east of junction of NM-4
and NM-126 at La Cueva.

This narrow, steep road is the shortest, most direct route to the excellent
snew and touring terrain at the 9100-foot level. From the gate ski east and
then south on Upper Road to an open hillside. Middle Road forks to the
southeast just north of the power lines. For the next half mile this road, on
the southwest side of a narrow ridge, has snow conditions that may be
marginal. Continue to the southeast on the north face of an adjacent ridge
1o the highest point on the road where this trail merges with Lower Road.
To the south about a quarter mile lies Griegos Junction, a good place for
lunch.

Ladera Trail

Class Il Length 1.1 miles one-way Elevation 8420-8640 feet
Trailhead—At the plowed parking area on the south side of NM-4, 9.2
miles east of the junction of NM-4 and NM-126 at La Cueva.

This pleasant trail with excellent snow conditions provides easy access
to the central and eastern parts of the Los Griegos Touring Area. From the
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downs this road continues to the east and southeast across the north face
of Los Griegos Mountain at the 9400-foot level, joining the Peralta-Paliza
Trail at the saddle at the north end of Paliza Canyon.
