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The benches were secured to the concrete picnic table structure with ½ X 13 hex bolts screwed into the original threaded steel inserts set in the concrete. It was necessary to screw a ½ X 13 tap into the rusty inserts in order for the new bolts to be easily screwed in. The countersunk holes were filled with a mixture of sawdust and quick-setting epoxy.

The white color of the filler is due to small air bubbles in the epoxy.
