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Jim and Cliff using a crosscut saw to remove a large fallen tree.
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Dave and Sim are working to clear a trail re-route above a massive train wreck that completely blocked the trail. There was a relatively flat shelf on the hillside that provided a location for a safe and sustainable route for hikers. A very poor and hazardous walk-around had developed downhill on the left in the photo. It was blocked.
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This photo is taken from about the same spot as the photo above.
It shows the newly built re-route.
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Previous re-route shown from its upper end. Protruding branches were cut back.
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If this huge jumble of fallen trees and branches is not a prime example of a “train wreck”, nothing is! 10K South trail is located somewhere under this mess….
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Jim and Bob are checking the situation to determine the best way to address this problem. This huge debris pile extends well beyond where Bob is located. A front loader tractor would probably provide the best solution, unfortunately, we did not have one.
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The reroute around the big debris pile is nearing completion. While it was still necessary to do some cuts and remove protruding material, the re-route was the best option.

These two fallen logs were across the trail. Someone had piled debris on both sides to provide a way to cross, apparently for mountain bikes. The debris was cleared and the logs cut away. (This is the “before” picture.)
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(This is the “after” picture.)
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The crew approaches this large hang up suspended over the trail.
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After carefully removing limbs, the tree was safely pulled off its supports using a long rope. It was then cut away from the trail. 
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The crew is clearing yet another train wreck, this one consisted of four fallen trees that blocked the trail.
