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The crew discovered this fallen 20-inch diameter ponderosa and its smaller partner across Faulty Trail south of the junction with Bart’s Trail. There was no reasonable bypass in the forest below and the walk-around on the steep uphill side was too hazardous to consider constructing a re-route there, so it was time for the crosscut saws.
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After the surrounding debris has been cleared away, the crew is removing any protruding branches which could possibly interfere with safe removal of the section to be cut away.
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The crew is completing the second cut on the big tree. The removed section was safely rolled off the side of the trail. The broken trunk end protruding into the trail in the left center of the photo was subsequently cut away to allow safe passage for users.
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The trail is opened.
