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Shortly after pulling down and removing an over-hanging
4” diameter dead fir from Lower Switchback trail, the
crew was greeted by this 7” diameter trunk section of
a dead aspen tree resting comfortably in the center
of the trail. It was moved off to the downhill side.
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Dave is checking out this section of a fallen and broken 5” diameter fir tree that was protruding into Switchback trail.
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Rav uses her crosscut saw to remove the protruding tree section 
shown in the previous photo. Dave provides some light downward pressure to keep the kerf open so the saw can move freely.
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This 8” diameter fallen fir was blocking Gravel Pit
trail. Two cuts were made to remove this tree. One cut
near the bottom was done with a crosscut saw and the
second cut closer to the top end was done with a pruning 
saw.
