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The roof cement was cold and stiff after being stored in the FOSM Guard Station with no heat. The cement was heated
by opening the bucker and facing it toward the sun.
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The most tedious task in a roof installation is peeling off the thin plastic protective covering on the eave drip edge, gable trim,

 and ridge cap. L to R: Ellie Parker, Jim Levesque, and Russell Parker are peeling plastic off of a piece of gable trim.
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Sim Cook is peeling plastic off of a piece of gable trim. He is fortunate that a long piece of plastic is coming off.
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Ellie and Jim are slowly peeling off a piece of plastic in an effort to not cause the plastic to rip into small pieces.

From where Russ is installing 
a screw in a 1-inch wide edge strip, the trim goes up to the left to a 3-inch wide part parallel to the roof surface. Then another 3-inch wide piece

  of steel is bent down 90 degrees and covers the wooden fascia to protect it from the weather and solar ultra-violet radiation. 
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Dan Benton’s right hand is holding the part of the gable trim that covers the wooden fascia. This trim provides an attractive covering
over the edge of last piece of roof panel and protects the wood and felt at the edge of the roof. 
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Sim Cook is installing the last screw in the lower end of the gable trim.
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Russ is installing a screw that secures the ridge cap to one of the ridges on the roof panel.
